CODE OF CONDUCT FOR MEMBERS

Golf is a sport rich in tradition.  It is characterised by honesty, fair play, excellent behaviour and consideration for others.  

Members of the Albany Golf Club are expected to:

· Abide by the written rules and etiquette of golf

· Observe the Albany Golf Club’s Rules and By-Laws

· Comply with the Club’s dress code

· Treat all members and guests equally with respect and tolerance 

· Display courtesy, fairness, honesty and good sportsmanship at all times

· Foster friendship and fellowship

· Welcome and mentor new members

· Treat staff with respect and acknowledge their efforts

· Take due care of the course, property and equipment belonging to the Club 

· Convey a positive image of the Club in the community

The following behaviours are unacceptable:

On the Course

· Being disrespectful, or even offensive to members, guests, officials or staff

· Damaging the course, particularly the greens, or the Club's equipment through any loss of self-control

· Disregarding the Rules or being dishonest during competitive play 

Elsewhere on Club Premises  

· Acting in a manner that could offend members, guests or staff 

· Acting contrary to the laws of the state within the Club's precincts

In the community

· Publicly criticising our Club, its members, staff or sponsors

Please note:

Members who breach the Code of Conduct, Club Rules or the Rules of Golf may be subject to disciplinary action as laid down in the Constitution and policy and procedures.

It is the responsibility of members to report breaches to the General Manager or Management Committee member as soon as possible after the event and as much as practicable, avoid discussing the incident with other people.
